As a result, we were able to pay off all of the 2014 Payroll Tax liabilities; Cash on hand is $5,085.18, inventory was 3,740.25.  Prudent reserve is now represented as the savings account of a little over $2,000.  We should have at least $14,000 as a Prudent Reserve.
